Dear Folks:
Arrived OK yesterday mor-

ning after a Ten day voyage.
We had good weather all the
way and I was sick but one
day during the whole trip.

The country we are now in,
is a very pretty one. It seems
very strange to one who has never
been in a foreign country before
to hear everyone speaking in a
yarg [[?]] on that cannot be under-
stood. I suppose however that we
will soon become used to it &
probably be understanding part
of what they say. The peasant
class of people here seem to be
very poor, the children coming
out & begging cigarettes for their

elders. They can speak enough
english to say, “gimme cigarette,
but of course they would learn
the “gimme’s” before anything
else.

In this letter I am sending
you the entire set of copies
of a little paper published on
board ship & it will tell you
practically all that can be
told about our trip. When you get
through with them I wish
you would keep them for me
as it will be a good remembrance
to keep from the trip.

Well folks as I cannot tell
you much more I will close

with love from
