I believe 
that "happiness" includes all of these things, no -- ?  In my mind I see you, little Henri, where 
you are again racing through London. Your telephone is ringing incessantly, you are teaching 
your 1000 students, and then you are scratching on your own fiddle too. Therefore, however, 
your concert will be a very big success. You will be admired and worshipped, and rightly so.  
Your playing is really marvelous. I was so enthusiastic about you, and so proud of you.  And a 
dear, dear fellow you are in addition. Too bad that we can't get together. 
 I am at present doing nothing. I don't feel good, because since I am here, and doing all 
kinds of stupid things with sleeping. The parents of Dascha [her lover] are enchanting and so 
sweet to me, unfortunately there is no good news from Dascha, and that is probably also the 
reason that I am so nervous.
