and vocal compositions for use in the Catholic Church. His choral works are largely Gre-
gorian chant-based and include a Mass setting for male voices, a Requiem Mass setting for 
mixed voices, a set of four Latin motets (including his quite popular Ubi caritas) and a set-
ting of the Lord's Prayer (Notre Pere), his last choral work (1977). 

It was as a student at the acclaimed Parisian music school, the Ecole Niedermeyer, that the 
young Faure composed his popular Cantique de Jean Racine (Hymn ef Jean Racine-- Racine was 
a 17th century poet and playwright). Featuring an ever present triplet-figure in the accompa-
niment and gently flowing vocal parts, the Cantique was apparently well received by the fac-
ulty, winning for the twenty-year-old musician the school's 1865 composition prize. 

Stephen Chatman, a graduate of the Oberlin Conservatory and the University of Michigan, 
is currently professor of composition at the University of British Columbia School of Music 
in Vancouver, Canada. His choral cycle There Is Sweet Music Here set to poems of Shelley 
and Tennyson was commissioned in 1984. Composed for and premiered by the Vancouver 
Cantata Singers in 1984, this suite of four movements for chorus and oboe set to verses by 
English poets shows the marked influence of the English choral tradition. Its two joyous 
settings of poems by William Blake (from Songs if Innocence) are coupled with gentler, more 
introspective songs to poems of Tennyson and Shelley. 

The prolific team of Alice Parker and Robert Shaw produced a great number of choral ar-
rangements of American hymns and spirituals as well as folksongs from around the world. 
The French tune Aupres de ma blonde may originate from a 17th century chanson. The song's 
fetching melody and lively but lilting nature made it quite popular as a march, and it is still 
commonly played by military and community bands at French parades. For similar reasons, 
it gained popularity as a drinking song and nursery rhyme. 

The earthy "Feller from Fortune" has been described as a rollicking ditty. A folksong, it 
was first collected in 1955 by Kenneth Peacock. In 1969, the Canadian composer/arranger 
Harry Somers fashioned his version of this song for inclusion in his choral suite, Five Son gs 
from the Newfoundland Outports.
